1. Introduction

Please keep the introduction comprehensible to the scientists outside not directly related to your particular field of research. The reference style should be APA. Intext citations should also be of APA style. The line spacing of the manuscript should be 1 while the length of the paper should be up to 5 pages including references.

The Materials and Methods should be written with adequate details to allow others to replicate and build on the published results. New techniques and protocols should be described in detail while well-established methods can be concisely explained and appropriately cited. Please also disclose restrictions on the availability of datasets.
